REPORTING FOR DUTY 
Operators should report for duty 45 minutes prior to departure. The time indicated on the Clearance is the train departure time not the operator reporting time. The operators are responsible to assemble their train prior to departure. Make good use of the 45 minutes. 

A “TRAIN LIST” will be available at Saratoga Yard indicating the “Call Times”
All waybills with Location numbers in the 50’s series are for Tahawus. 

SANFORD LAKE – FR5-FR6
Changes to Siding assignments

With the redesign of Sanford Lake, Waybills have been adjusted to reflect track assignments check new track numbers

If there are trailing cars to be spotted FR-5 should spot the cars. The only trailing siding is 60.

Facing switch cars for Sanford Lake should be spotted on the service siding or left on the station track with the Dispatcher permission pending the return of FR-5 as FR-6. 
TAHAWUS

The Yardmaster at Tahawus will switch the FR-5, FR-6 cars for his area. Cars for FR-6 should be ready to be picked up by FR-6. Cars from FR-5 will be spotted by the Yard Switcher.

Track maintenance in the Yard.  The Yard is under construction. You might experience MOW issues that could create operating shorts and / or bad power conductivity. The MOW Dept is doing its best to alleviate as many of those as possible before the start of day operations. Minor cleaning

can be done by the Yard operator. Switches can be swiped to improve contacts and track can be brushed occasionally to do the same. Do not be afraid to use local cleaning equipment.

TRAFFIC CONTROL
 We are operating under the Occupancy Control System (OCS) 

Crews must inform Dispatcher of Track Occupancy Status (OS) at all times.

TURNOUTS
All Turnouts need to be operated manually or electrically by the Crews. 

A Red Board         indicates that the turnout is aligned for the diverging route
DISPATCH
Make sure that the FR-5 Conductor routes FR-5 via SIDING through Corinth. FR-5 has cars to pick up for Sanford Lake on Siding 46. 

Remind FR- 6 and 8 Conductors to drop the cars for Corinth at Corinth Yard on their way back to Saratoga and spot the cars at the proper delivery point.
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
